In 1975, someone 
bought the building and 
converted it into cinema, 
making all the needed 
adjustments. 

The building was 
originally an opera built 
in the court found 
between residential 
buildings

The area in the 20s was 
an empty court between 
the buildings where 
people used to gather 
there throughout the 
day.

“ When the opera was 
changed into a cinema, the 
chairs of the Balcon were 
removed, as there were 6 
chairs in each arcade” 
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
